WHEREAS Dr. Keskinen conducted research on topics including tectonics and petrology in Alaska
and California, and the application of petrology and geochemistry to geothermal exploration and
development; and served in important professional and public service roles, including serving as a
panelist for the Ford Foundation minority scholarship and fellowship program;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the University of Alaska Fairbanks expresses its deep
appreciation to Dr. Mary Keskinen for her extensive contributions to the State of Alaska and to the
University; and
